Devotion Guidelines:
1. Keep it short and interactive
2. Read the Scripture passage together with each person reading a verse
3. Ask questions about each verse
4. Ask each child how they will apply what they have learned from the
verses. (Even your young children) You, as a parent, also share what you
will apply. Remember that Bible study is for application and transformation
not just for information.)
5. Pray together as a family (You and your children can take turns praying)
- For each other's requests
- To ask for God's help to apply what you have leared

Read Together: Colossians 3:15-19

15 Let the peace of Christ rule in your hearts, to which indeed you were
called in one body; and be thankful. 16 Let the word of Christ richly
dwell within you, with all wisdom teaching and admonishing one
another with psalms and hymns and spiritual songs, singing with
thankfulness in your hearts to God. 17 Whatever you do in word or
deed, do all in the name of the Lord Jesus, giving thanks through Him to
God the Father. 18 Wives, be subject to your husbands, as is fitting in
the Lord. 19 Husbands, love your wives and do not be embittered
against them.

2. In verse 16, why should the word of Christ richly dwell in us?

3. Inverse 17, what should be our goal in all the we do?

4. In verses 18-19, how do we honor Christ in our family relationships?
