Psalm 24:1-2 “The earth is the Lord’s, and all it contains. The world, and those 
who dwell in it. For He has founded it upon the seas and established it upon the 
rivers.” 
 

1 Timothy 6:9-10 “9 But those who want to get rich fall into temptation and a 
snare and many foolish and harmful desires which plunge men into ruin and 
destruction. 10 For the love of money is a root of all sorts of evil, and some by 
longing for it have wandered away from the faith and pierced themselves with 
many griefs.” 
 

Philippians 4:19 “And my God will supply all your needs according to His riches in 
glory in Christ Jesus.” 
 

Talk Together: 
1.  Based on Psalm 24:1-2, what does the verse say about God? How should this 

impact how we view our material possessions? How then should we 
manage them? 

2. How should we respond based on the warning found in 1 Timothy 6:9-10? 
3. What is the promise found in Philippians 4:19? How should this impact our 

mindset when it comes to our needs? How should that make us feel? 
 

Conviction:  
Because I know that the Lord owns everything, my goal is to please Him by 
being a good steward of His resources. 
 

Application:  
Which among the practices of tithing, repaying of debts, prayer, giving, and 
stewardship do you need to improve on? 
 

Pray Together: 
Heavenly Father, we know everything comes from You. Thank you for your 
promise to provide for all that we need. Help us to honor you with the 
resources that You have blessed us with. In Jesus’s Name we pray, Amen. 
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Devotion Guidelines: 
1. Keep it short and interactive  
2. Read the Scripture passage together with each person reading a verse 
3. Ask questions about each verse  
4. Ask each child how they will apply what they have learned from the 
verses. (Even your young children) You, as a parent, also share what you 
will apply. Remember that Bible study is for application and transformation 
not just for information.) 
5. Pray together as a family (You and your children can take turns praying) 
    - For each other's requests 
    - To ask for God's help to apply what you have learned 
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
