Elisha gave specific instructions for the widow to pour oil from her jar to the
jars that were gathered one by one. Each jar was filled to the brim and the
oil did not run out. It overflowed until there were no empty vessels left! The
moment we stop surrendering our lives to God may be the time that He stops
filling us with His blessings. God’s supply will always meet the measure of
our faith. An overflowing life is all about total surrender. When we receive
Jesus as our Savior, we have the Holy Spirit indwelling our life. He is not just
a resident, but the President of your life.
