7 Seek the welfare of the city where I have sent 
you into exile, and pray to the Lord on its behalf; for in its 
welfare you will have welfare.’… 11 For I know the plans that 
I have for you,’ declares the Lord, ‘plans for welfare and 
not for calamity to give you a future and a hope.”
