The Best News:

We all want to go to heaven, but 
many people are not sure if they 

could. This is because we do not 
understand the doctrine of salvation 

well enough. Heaven is a consequence 
of a choice, and that is, to choose Jesus! To 

be sure of heaven, we must remember A-B-C:  

admit (Romans 3:9-18)

We need to humbly ADMIT our guilt before God. All of 
us have sinned. The Apostle Paul quotes Old Testament 
truths (Ecclesiastes 7:20, Psalm 14:1-3, Psalm 57:1-3, 
Psalm 5:9, Psalm 140:3) to show how we all fell from the 
standards of God. In Romans 3:13-18, Paul shows us how 
we sin with our bodies. We must all admit that we are 
all guilty of dishonoring, disrespecting, and disobeying 
God. 

believe (Romans 3:19-26)

No matter how good we are in following the Law, 
obedience to the Law cannot save us. The Law was 
given to make us see how far we have fallen from 
God’s standards. We cannot be justified or considered 
righteous by the Law. Righteousness can only come 
through FAITH IN JESUS. ALL HAVE SINNED, and the 
only real solution to our sin problem is CHRIST!

How does this happen? Let’s study the following words: 

• Justified / Justification
To be justified is to be declared righteous by God 
Himself as if we have not committed anything 
wrong. By believing in Jesus, we are made clean and 
spotless! Christ’s righteousness is imputed (credited) 
on us while our sins were placed upon Jesus on the 
cross (2 Corinthians 5:21) where He carried all our 
sins and exchanged it for His righteousness.

• Redemption
This a Greek term (apolutrosis) that shows that we 
are redeemed and paid for. The same word also 
captures the setting free of slaves! (Colossians 1:3, 
1 Corinthians 6:19-20). We are set free from the 
bondage of sin through Christ’s death on the cross. 
We are not our own. We belong to Jesus, so we must 
glorify Him with our bodies!

• Propitiation
Propitiation means “averting the wrath of God 
by the offering of a gift”. When Jesus died on the 
cross, He absorbed the wrath of God intended for 
us. He was the only solution because He is the only 
worthy sacrifice acceptable to a holy God. Because 
of Christ’s death on the cross, God is shown as JUST 
because the justice that He passed over before the 
time of Christ met its fulfillment on the cross; and 
this also makes Him a valid JUSTIFIER of those who 
put their faith in Jesus.

commit (Romans 3:27-31)

Trusting in Jesus assures us of eternal life. Just like the 
sinner crucified beside Jesus who trusted in Him as 
Savior and Lord, we too have access to heaven. Romans 
3:27-28 tells us there is no way to boast about salvation. 
Do we do away with the Law? Paul proclaims “NO!” – 
because once we are saved, we are given the motivation 
to obey God’s laws. Our FAITH should produce the kind 
of obedience that reflects this transformative gift given 
to us. Faith must be placed on Jesus ALONE, and our 
lives must reflect that He is indeed our Savior and Lord 
by following His commands and living life for His glory 
and praise!

Much more 
then, having now been justified by 
His blood, we shall be saved from the 
wrath of God through Him. 
– Romans 5:8
